This index is in two parts: (@) verbs and (b) other words such as adverbs, adverbial
predicators, particles and conjunctions.

(@) Index of verbs

All verbs except unpaired perfectives are listed under the imperfective infinitive. The
perfective which forms an aspectual pair with the imperfective is given either below
it, indented one space, or, where there are few entries, following an oblique stroke /.
In the case of prefixal pairs only the prefix is indicated.

Perfectives are marked P, and any verb so marked which is listed without a
corresponding imperfective form is an unpaired perfective. Where necessary imperfec-
tives are marked !; all unpaired imperfectives have the symbol I, Bi-aspectual verbs
are marked *, Forms marked * are hypothetical and do not occur normally.

Trios of verbs and other cases where the aspectual relationship between related
verbs is in doubt are listed on the pattern of mep3uyTs, 3amep3uyTh and 3amep3aTs
Or BaJIMTh, HABaJIUTh and HaBaJIHBATh.

Also listed, indented two spaces, are (@) procedurals, printed in italics, (b) wherever
it seems useful, lexical derivatives, and (¢) indeterminate verbs of motion.

Single figures in brackets, e.g. (3), indicate the aspectual-semantic type to which
the pair belongs—-cf. pp. 47-56. Paragraph numbers, e.g. (2.2.6.), refer to the types
of procedurals—cf. pp. 20-8.

References following the rubric +infin. cover not only verbal complements con-
sisting of the infinitive, but also the subjunctive construction.

Apart from the bracketed numbers mentioned above, all references are to pages.
