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Note on the text

The Brothers Karamazov consists of twelve books and an
epilogue, each of which is subdivided into chapters. References
to passages quoted or mentioned are to book and chapter rather
than to a particular edition. All translations from the novel
are my own. No footnotes are given, but reference is made,
where essential, to critical studies listed in the guide to further
reading. This in turn does not pretend to bibliographical
completeness: it is confined to a list of titles cited or consulted
in the preparation of this volume and to works of particular
value for the student or general reader. Where extracts from
Dostoyevsky’s other works, articles or letters are given,
reference is made by volume and page number (e.g. XV, 200)
to the thirty-volume Nauka edition of his complete works,
Polnoye sobraniye sochineniy v tridtsati tomakh. Where the
Nauka publishers have split a volume in two, separately bound
parts, an additional number appears after the volume number
(e.g. XXX/1). Publication of this fine edition commenced in
1972 and it now approaches completion.
