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Spanish people normally use two surnames, paternal followed by maternal, but occasionally, even in
Spain, we find Federico Garcfa Lorca and Benito Pérez Galdés referred to as Lorca and Galdés. In the
seventeenth century males sometimes reversed their surnames or omitted their first (e.g., Géngora),
while females regularly put the maternal surname first. In general, this index follows the form favoured
by the individual. When there is too little evidence, males are indexed with the paternal surname first.
In indexing titles of works of literature, definite articles are disregarded; when a work has more than
one title, it is indexed under both or all of them; n and 1 are treated as separate letters, as in Spanish.

To facilitate users, Calderén’s works have been indexed separately.
